00177/OUT – land known as Westview, Quabbs Lane, Forsbrook – erection of dormer bungalow.

Reasons:  “This site lies outside of a settlement boundary in open countryside which is designated as Green Belt and Special Landscape Area.    The erection of a dwelling house represents inappropriate development in the Green Belt.   The National Planning Policy Framework confirmed that inappropriate development is, by definition, harmful to the Green Belt and should not be approved except in very special circumstances.    The case put forward by the applicant is considered to be weak.   The case is that the existing storage use is well established.    However, there is no planning permission for this use.    Even if it could be demonstrated that the storage use was established (through a Certificate of Lawful Development) it is not considered that this would amount to very special circumstances, justifying a new dwelling in the Green Belt.   It is considered that 

the erection of a permanent dwelling house is not only harmful by definition but that together with the provision of a residential curtilage and all the trappings which come therewith, would have a very damaging impact on the openness and visual amenity of the Green Belt and an adverse urbanising impact on the Special Landscape Area.   The National Planning Policy Framework confirms that the fundamental aim of Green Belt policy is to keep land permanently open and that the essential characteristics of Green Belts are their openness and their permanence.   It is for these reasons that the conclusion in this case is that the harm by reason of inappropriateness and other harm 

identified above is not clearly outweighed by other considerations.    As such the proposal conflicts with Policies N2, N7 and N8 of the Staffordshire Moorlands Local Plan and national advice in the National Planning Policy Framework.”
